Activity 12-18: Sampling Senators (cont.)
(a) Use the sampling senators applet (http://www.rossmanchance.com/applets/senators/samplesenators.html )

 to take 20 random samples of size n = 5 Senators each.  Examine the histogram of the sample proportions of Republicans in these 20 samples, and comment on key features (shape, center, spread/std. deviation) of the distribution. 

(b) Repeat part (a) by generating 20 random samples of size n = 20 Senators each.  Again comment on key features of the distribution of sample proportions of Republicans.

(a) Are the centers of the distributions of sample proportions similar for the two sample sizes?

(b) How do the spreads (standard deviations) of the two distributions compare?  Explain why this makes sense.
